SAMPLE DGR LETTER TO FEDERAL POLITICIANS
Dear

We write to seek your  support for the widening of the  Deductible Gift Recipiency (DGR) tax endorsement criteria, so that Neighbourhood Houses can better access much needed funding from philanthropic and corporate sectors.  This is in line with the recommendation that appeared in the recent Productivity Commission’s Review of the Not for Profit Sector.

We believe that the current DGR criteria is both unfair and unjust, given that Neighbourhood Houses are actively engaged in addressing disadvantage in local communities throughout Australia.  Less than 5% of neighbourhood houses/community centres have DGR endorsement.  

The present criteria is based on outmoded definitions of charity, which require organisations to deliver direct welfare, rather than engage in preventative, socially inclusive programs and activities, proven to be more effective and economical n the long term.  

With DGR endorsement, Neighbourhood Houses, including ours, would be able to be less reliant on government funding and increase our capacity to deal with the growing demand on our services.
